Automatic Backup of your Making the Grade Files

Making the Grade has a relatively new feature that automatically saves a backup of each class gradebook.  We recommend that you use this, although we hope you’ll never need it.  You can choose to back up to a pen drive (flash drive), a backup folder on the server, or even a floppy.

1. Open a class (any class will do).
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2. Select File-BACK UP classes… 



3. Choose “Yes” to select a backup location.
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4. Navigate to and “Save” in the folder where you want backups to be stored.


As you open and save each class file, a copy will automatically be saved in this location.  

NOTE: If the backup folder is no longer available (it was deleted or moved or it’s on a pen drive no longer plugged in) you will get an error message.  The file will be saved but the backup will not.
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
